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Imai Geosite ~Stones and Strata from the Birth of the Fossa Magna
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This geosite’s most prominent feature, Fudotaki Falls, is Itoigawa’s
tallest waterfall at 70 meters in height. Historic sites dot the region
including the Salt Trail’s western route and the Mushikawa
Sekisho Barrier.

Mudstone from the bottom of the Fossa Magna Sea was
pushed above to the surface by volcanic and tectonic
activity, shaping this geosite, which is rich with plant and
insect life.
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
